Photographic work on some abandoned buildings and constructions throughout the territory of
the island of Mallorca, made by the architect and architectural photographer Lluis Bort. These
constructions, on many occasions, were erected to fulfill a very specific function and over the
years they became obsolete and forgotten. However, this does not mean that they are no
longer useful, but that they should have the opportunity to be rehabilitated to enjoy a second
life, providing them with a new use for their neighbors and their environment.

Returning to the photographic work, it collects different types of construction, from a hospital
that they abandoned when they built a new one on the outskirts of the city; a Majorcan textile
factory that was one of the economic engines of the island during the Civil War when Franco's
troops bombed the industrial center of Barcelona; to the largest wine cellar on the island that
closed in the 90s after 4 extensions.

In the project, each building is presented as an architectural gem against an intense blue and
gradient sky that allows the beauty of each of them to be reflected. It seeks to highlight these
constructions which were very important for the history of Mallorca, and which are often
located in privileged locations, where they would have many guarantees of success if they
were converted into new facilities for the cities.

This photographic project began in 2019 and it should be noted that since then adaptation
work has begun on some of the buildings photographed, which we hope will allow the building
to be recovered and enrich the city with new cultural offerings. With all this, this work wants to
show the opportunity to rehabilitate these strategic and abandoned architectures in the
Mallorcan territory for new uses such as museums, exhibition halls or neighborhood houses,
among others.

Lluis Bort is an architect and architectural photographer and his life has always been linked to
the world of photography. He started as part of the photography group L'art de la llum de
Onda (Castelld). In it he held his first photographic contests, exhibitions and won several
prizes over the years. Currently, he is also involved in teaching courses in Architecture and
Landscape Photography at the College of Architects of the Balearic Islands.

Treball fotografic sobre alguns edificis i construccions abandonats al llarg del territori de I?illa
de Mallorca, realitzades per |?arquitecte i fotograf d?arquitectura Lluis Bort. Aquestes
construccions, en moltes ocasions, es van erigir per a complir una funcié molt concreta i amb
el pas dels anys van quedar obsoletes i oblidades. Tanmateix, aixo no vol dir que ja no
serveixin, siné que haurien de tenir I?oportunitat de ser rehabilitades per a gaudir d?una
segona vida, dotant-les amb un nou Us per als seus veins i el seu entorn.

Tornant a |?obra fotografica, aquesta recull diferents tipologies constructives, des d?un
hospital que van abandonar en construir un nou als afores de la ciutat; una fabrica textil
mallorquina que va ser un dels motors economics de |?illa durant la Guerra Civil quan les
tropes franquistes van bombardejar el nucli industrial de Barcelona; fins al celler de vi més
gran de I?illa que en els anys 90 va tancar després de 4 ampliacions.

En el projecte es presenta cada edifici com una joia arquitectonica sobre un cel blau intens i
degradat que permet reflectir la bellesa de cadascun d?ells. Cerca posar en valor aquestes
construccions que van ser molt importants per a la historia de Mallorca, i que en moltes
ocasions es situen en localitzacions privilegiades, on tindrien moltes garanties d?éxit si es
convertissin en nous equipaments per a les ciutats.

Aquest projecte fotografic va comencar en 2019 i cal assenyalar que des de llavors en alguna
de les construccions fotografiades s?han iniciat treballs d?adequacid, que esperem que
permetin recuperar I?edifici i enriquir la ciutat amb noves ofertes culturals. Amb tot aixo,
aguest treball vol mostrar I?oportunitat de rehabilitacié d?aquestes arquitectures
estratégiques i abandonades del territori mallorqui per a nous usos com a museus, sales
d?exposicions o casals de barri, entre altres.

Lluis Bort és arquitecte i fotograf d?arquitectura i la seva vida sempre ha estat lligada al moén
de la fotografia. Va comencar formant part de I?agrupacio de fotografia L?art de la llum de
Onda (Castelld). En ella va realitzar els seus primers concursos fotografics, exposicions i va
obtenir diversos premis al llarg dels anys. Actualment, també esta vinculat a la docéncia
impartint cursos de Fotografia d?Arquitectura i Paisatge en el Col-legi d?Arquitectes de les
llles Balears.

Una conferencia presencial donde tendremos la oportunidad de escuchar al arquitecto Xevi
Bayona, que nos hablara sobre la trayectoria del estudio y de sus proyectos mas relevantes.

Bayona Studio es un taller y estudio en el centro de la ciudad de Olot, donde se trabaja con la
experimentacion y el ensayo como método, la critica como aprendizaje, las emociones como
herramienta, la interpretacion y respecto del entorno social, fisico y cultural, la ilusion e
investigacion intensa como combustible. Todo a caballo de la arquitectura, el urbanismo, el
arte, el paisaje, las instalaciones efimeras y las esculturas luminicas, una mezcla de
disciplinas que se retroalimentan y se complementan las unas con las otras.

Xevi Bayona estudia desde pequefio en la escuela de Bellas artes de Olot y estudia
arquitectura en Barcelona y en Portugal, en la FAUP, Facultad de Arquitectura de la
Universidad de Oporto. Arquitecto por la Escuela Técnica de Arquitectura de Barcelona
(ETSAB) con el PFC Biblioteca-Ludoteca a Espinho, Portugal. Posgrado de Paisajismo en la
ETSAB y Master en Teoria y Practica del Proyecto Arquitectdnico en la ETSAB con la tesina
?La Girona dels Carrers-Escala?. Desde el 2008 profesor en la Facultad de Arquitectura de la
Universitat de Gerona. Desde el 2018 profesor en el master internacional de arquitectura
efimera de Elisava. Ganador de varios premios, entre los cuales tres premios FAD, varios
proyectos finalistas y seleccionados, ganador de premios y menciones de arquitectura de las
Comarcas de Gerona y ganador del concurso Changing Tracks, un proyecto europeo por
realizar 3 instalaciones, en Catalufia, Inglaterra e Irlanda. Desde el 2017 colabora y realiza
proyectos conjuntamente con Alex Posada, MID Studio. Ha realizado obras civiles como la
Rehabilitacion del puente del Estado de Tortosa sobre el rio Ebro, la rehabilitacion de la zona
deportiva de Sant Jaume de Llierca o el Ferial de Olot, asi como obras de arquitectura
habitacional. Ha dado conferencias, workshops y realizado intervenciones efimeras en varias
ciudades Europeas.

A face-to-face conference where we will have the opportunity to listen to the architect Xevi
Bayona, who will talk to us about the studio's trajectory and its most relevant projects.

Bayona Studio is a workshop and studio in the center of the city of Olot, where we work with
experimentation and essay as a method, criticism as learning, emotions as a tool, the
interpretation and respect of social, physical and cultural environment, enthusiasm and
intense research as fuel. All straddling architecture, urban planning, art, landscape,
ephemeral installations and light sculptures, a mix of disciplines that feed back and
complement each other.

Xevi Bayona studied from an early age at the School of Fine Arts in Olot and studied
architecture in Barcelona and in Portugal, at the FAUP, Faculty of Architecture of the
University of Porto. Architect for the Barcelona Technical School of Architecture (ETSAB) with
the PFC Biblioteca-Ludoteca in Espinho, Portugal. Post Graduate Degree in Landscaping at
ETSAB and Master in Theory and Practice of Architectural Design at ETSAB with the thesis
"La Girona dels Carrers-Escala”. Since 2008, professor at the Faculty of Architecture of the
University of Girona. Since 2018, professor at Elisava's international master's in ephemeral
architecture. Winner of several awards, including three FAD awards, several finalist and
selected projects, winner of architectural awards and mentions from the Regions of Girona
and winner of the Changing Tracks competition, a European project to create 3 installations,
in Catalonia, England and Ireland. Since 2017 he collaborates and realizes projects together
with Alex Posada, MID Studio. He has carried out civil works such as the Rehabilitation of the
Tortosa State Bridge over the Ebro River, the rehabilitation of the Sant Jaume de Llierca
sports area or the Olot Fair, as well as housing architecture works. He has given conferences,
workshops and made ephemeral interventions in several European cities.
